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Addition and subtraction problems II

Solve the following problems.  Write a number sentence that you used to solve each one.

1. 14 girls and 8 boys were playing kick ball.   How many more girls than boys were playing kick ball?

2. Sean had some squash and some bean plants in his garden.  He has 20 squash plants and he has 8 more bean plants than squash plants.  How many bean plants does he have in his garden?

3. Sean had some squash and some bean plants in his garden.  He has 20 squash plants and he has 8 fewer bean plants than squash plants.  How many bean plants does he have in his garden?

4. On Monday, Lisa bought 7 corn muffins.  She also bought 9 more blueberry muffins than corn muffins.  How many blueberry muffins did she buy?

5. The third grade class sold 31 school towels on Monday but only sold 29 towels on Tuesday.  How many more towels did the third grade class sell on Monday than on Tuesday?
6. Mr. Jones sells hot dogs and hamburgers.  Today he sold 20 hot dogs, and he sold 6 more hot dogs than hamburgers.  How many hamburgers did he sell today?

7. Challenge problem: I have 5 more CDs than Jen and 7 fewer CDs than Sam.  If Jen has 18 CDs, how many CDs does Sam have?
