1. Three students share 20 oatmeal cookies.  How many cookies does each student get?  How many cookies are left over?

2. Angela is making a design with hexagons.  She needs 5 hexagons for each design.  If she has a total of 23 hexagons, how many designs can she make?  How many hexagons will be left over?

3. It takes 3 tickets to ride the Ferris wheel at the church carnival.  Billy has 14 tickets and loves to ride the Ferris wheel.  How many times can he ride the Ferris wheel?  How many tickets will he have left over?

4. Mrs. Jones is setting up chairs for her classroom.  She has 22 chairs and she wants to put them in 4 rows with the same number of chairs in each row.  How many chairs will be in each row?  Will she have any chairs left over?

5. Mr. O’Shea gave Sean and his sister Maura 13 apples to share equally.  How many apples should each child receive?  Are there any apples left over?

6.  Challenge problem: Mr. Perez is packing candles in boxes.  He can put 6 candles in each box.  He has 40 candles to pack.  How many boxes will he need?  How is this problem different from problems 1-5?
