Fluency Assessment

Purpose: For students to find out what facts they know and what facts they don’t know by analyzing their pre assessments. The intent is for students to set goals for themselves and to be able to monitor their own fluency progress throughout the year.
Administration: Please administer the fluency pre assessments the first day of each unit of study. This test is to measure student facility with basic facts.  The number of problems on a given test is more than what most students will complete in the allotted time.  Each test is 1 minute in length. 
The test should be administered whole class. All 4 tests should be administered back to back in one class period.  Please provide students with enough time to comfortably prepare for the next pre-assessment before repeating the procedure outlined above. 
Scoring:

The students can score their own tests using the honor code as the whole class corrects them together (perhaps using a correcting pen, orally stating the products). 
Analysis of Results: “What operation was the easiest or most difficult? What facts did you get the most correct? Was it the 5s, 10s, 0, and 1s facts? Why do you think that is? Which facts were the most difficult for you? Usually students have the most difficulty with the 6, 7, and 8 tables? Did that happen to you?” “What are you going to work on as a mathematician?  
How to Track The Data: Set up possible Excel spreadsheet? Students enter own data? Graphing application link? Student Record Sheet?
Possible Goal Setting Suggestions:  What are your strategies to improve? Can you make connections to what you know? How are you going to get stronger? Faster? What can we do at home? At school? Look for patterns? Connections?
