4. Madison had taken 17 books out of the library.   A week later she returned 6 books to the library.  How many library books does Madison still have?

5. At noon some boys and girls were playing at the playground.  Then 7 of them went home for lunch.  Now there are 14 boys and girls left playing at the playground.  How many boys and girls were at the playground at noon?

6. Lily counted 24 robins on her lawn.  The she saw some robins fly away.  She counted the robins left on her lawn and got 16 robins.  How many robins flew away?
8 robins
7. Challenge Problem: At the Main Street bus stop, 12 people got off the bus and 7 more people got on the bus.  Now there are 30 people on the bus.  How many people were on the bus when it stopped at Main Street?
