How many raisins does he have on his plate?


18 raisins
3. Riley has 12 uncles.  
She has 3 fewer aunts than uncles.  
How many aunts does she have?

9 aunts
4. Mr. Garcia bought some corn and some bran muffins for his family. 
He bought 6 corn muffins. 
He bought 9 more bran muffins than corn muffins.  
How many bran muffins did he buy?


I5 bran muffins
5. The second grade class sold 21 school towels on Monday but only sold 18 towels on Tuesday.   How many more towels did the second grade class sell on Monday than on Tuesday?
3 more towels
6. The Falcons won 20 soccer games last year.

They lost 7 fewer games than they won.   
How many soccer games did they lose last year?


13 games
7. Challenge problem:  Ivan has 5 more CDs than Emily.   
Jack has 7 more CDs than Ivan.   Emily has 16 CDs. 
How many CDs does Jack have?  
Jack has 28 CDs (Ivan has 21 CDs)
