Score of 3
Student has demonstrated a full and complete understanding of solving addition and subtraction problems.  The student chooses an efficient approach to solving the problem using either a tape diagram, number bond or an open number line The responses are correct and accurate.  Ideas are well organized and easy to interpret.

Score of 2
Student has demonstrated reasonable understanding of solving addition and subtraction problems.  The student may make a minor. Ideas are somewhat organized.

Score of 1
The student has demonstrated a partial understanding of solving addition and subtraction problems.  The student may follow rote procedures with little understanding as to why it works.  The student may make errors in in both operations (addition and subtraction).  Ideas are not well organized and may be difficult to interpret.  There is little insight into the student’s thinking.

Score of 0
The student has demonstrated merely an acquaintance with solving addition and subtraction problems.  Evidence suggests minimal understanding.
