2  quarters is worth 50 cents.

3. How many nickels do you need to make 50 cents?  
10  nickels is worth 50 cents.

B. Solve these coin problems.  Show your thinking.

1. Emma has some nickels.  The value of the nickels is 30 cents.  How many nickels does she have?
Emma has 6 nickels
2. Jack has some dimes.  The value of his dimes is 70 cents.  How many dimes does he have?

Jack has 7 dimes
3. Challenge problem: Jake has 3 quarters.  Lisa wants to trade Jake some nickels for the 3 quarters.  How many nickels should Lisa give Jake?

Lisa should give Jake 15 nickels.
