	Teaching Point:  Fluency work; Money is a real world tool
Mini-Lesson: Gather students in your meeting/teaching area and read aloud the Pigs Will Be Pigs, Fun With Math and Money, stopping to discuss key points and make connections to students’ prior knowledge.   
APS: Students will list up to 7 things that they know about money.  
Assessment Point: Note students’ prior knowledge of coins and coin values.

Focus question:  What do you know about money?


	Teaching Point:  Coin recognition – focusing on unique details of coins
Mini-Lesson: Model the activity in the APS by performing the activity using the Sacajawea dollar.  

APS: Have the children work with a partner to explore a set of coins (one penny, one nickel, one dime, and one quarter).  The student pairs should complete the graphic organizer and then make a poster to present the information.

Assessment Point What do students already know about the coins?  Which students know the values of each coin?  What feature for each coin did they choose as being memorable?  How and why did they organize the list of coins in the posters? 

Focus question:  What can help us remember the name and value of each coin?


	Teaching Point: Sorting coins according to a rule

Mini-Lesson: Discuss the use of creating rules and sorting a set of items according to that rule.

APS: Students explore a set of coins and develop and write a complete rule for sorting the set of coins.  The students should then sort the set of coins according to their rule.  They then should make up a new rule and sort the coins according to that rule.

Assessment Point:   Which students know the names and coin values of each coin?  What rules did the students come up with (this can inform you about which coin features they find memorable)?  

Focus question: What rules can we write that will allow us to sort all of the coins in the set in to two groups?


	Teaching Point: Determining the value of a set of like coins

Mini-Lesson: Have one student lie down on the carpet and discuss strategies for measuring the length of the student from head to toe using counting cubes. 

APS: Students will represent sets of like coins using a drawing and figure out the value of several sets of like coins.

Assessment Point:  Can all of your students correctly identify each type of coin? Were students appropriately skip-counting to find total value for each set?  Which students were able to solve the extension problem, and what strategy did they use to solve it?

Focus question:  What is an easy way to count the value of a set of like dimes, nickels, or quarters? 

	Teaching Point: Determining the value of a set of like coins
Mini-Lesson:   Work with your students to determine how many pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters are equivalent to one dollar.

APS:   Students work in pairs to solve a set of problems about coins and coin values.  

Assessment Point: Were students appropriately skip-counting to solve today’s problems, or did anyone find a different strategy that worked for them?  Which students were able to solve the extension problem, and what strategies did they use to solve it?

Focus question:   What are some coin equivalences to the half dollar?

	Teaching Point

Counting sets of mixed coins

Mini-Lesson: Discuss strategies for counting mixed sets of coins (dimes, nickels, and pennies only).

APS:  Students work together to develop a strategy for organizing sets of mixed coins for counting and then count the mixed sets of coins.
Assessment Point: Did students organize the coins for counting in an efficient manner?  When counting mixed sets of coins, did they appropriately adjust the number they skip-count based on the type of coin?  Did students represent coins according to the method discussed in lesson 4?  Did they find the correct total values of each set?  

Focus question:  How is counting mixed sets of coins different from counting like coins?  What strategy for counting mixed coins do you like best?  
	Teaching Point

Counting sets of mixed coins

Mini-Lesson:  Lead students through a string of problems that will help students make the connection between counting the value of a set of dimes and pennies and finding the value of a given number of tens and ones.  Then discuss strategies for counting mixed sets of coins (today the sets include three different types of coins and may include quarters)
APS:   Students work together to develop count mixed sets of coins (today the sets of coins are in pictorial form or are described using words). 

Assessment Point:   What strategies did students use to count the sets of coins?  When counting mixed sets of coins, did they appropriately adjust the number they skip-count based on the type of coin?  On part B, were students able to represent coins according to the convention discussed in lesson 4?  Did they find the correct total values of each set?

Focus question:   What strategies did you use to count the coins?  
	Teaching Point

Counting and comparing sets of mixed coins

Mini-Lesson:   Lead students through a string of problems that will help students make the connection between counting the value of a set of dollars, dimes, and pennies and finding the value of a given number of hundreds, tens, and ones.  Then discuss several strategies for comparing coin values.   

APS:   Students will work with a partner to compare the values of two sets of coins

Assessment Point:   How did students make and explain their comparisons?   

Focus question:   What strategies did you use to compare the values of the sets of coins?
	Teaching Point

Determining sets of coins that have a specific value

Mini-Lesson:   Set the scene for today’s APS – shopping in Stella’s store and paying for items using exact change.

APS:   Students take on the roles of shopper and shopkeeper as they work through problems in which they select items to buy and figure several ways they can pay for the items using exact change. 

Assessment Point:    What strategies did students use to figure out what coins to use to buy the items?  Did students grasp the new concept of dollars and cents?  

Focus question:    What strategies did you use to figure out what coins to use to buy the items?
	Teaching Point

Determining sets of coins that have a specific value

Mini-Lesson:  Model the playing of the game students will be playing in the APS.

APS:   Students will play a game in which they find combinations of coins that will yield the target value of the coins.

Assessment Point:   Which students developed an organized or systematic strategy for finding the different coin combinations that hit the target number?  Did they build their second and third coin combinations from their first one?  

Focus question:   What strategies did you use to find the sets of coins that give the target number?

	Teaching Point

Making change – meaning and strategies

Mini-Lesson:   Discuss the concept of making change as well as two different strategies for making change

APS:   Students solve problems involving figuring the correct change.  

Assessment Point:   What strategies did students use to find the correct amount of change?  Which students used a counting on strategy and which students chose a counting back strategy to solve today’s problems?  Did students find an appropriate combination of coins to serve as the correct change?  

Focus question:   What strategies did you use to figure out the change?
	Teaching Point Making change – meaning and strategies

Mini-Lesson:  Discuss the concept of making change in the context of the shopping scenario from lesson 9 as well as two different strategies for making change 

APS: Student pairs work together to solve problems in the context of shopping in which they need to find the correct amount of change and a combination of coins that will make this amount
Assessment Point:  What strategies did students use to find the correct amount of change?  Which students used a counting on strategy and which students chose a counting back strategy to solve today’s problems?  Did students find an appropriate combination of coins to serve as the correct change?   

Focus question:   Is there one strategy you like best to figure out the change or do you use different strategies to figure out the change in today’s problems?
	Teaching Point

Reviewing unit objectives

Mini-Lesson: Lead the class in some more problem-solving related to shopping.

APS:  Have the students work individually on a unit review sheet.  

Assessment Point: The unit review assesses the following skills/concepts:

· Finding the value of a set of like coins

· Finding the value of a set of mixed coins

· Comparing the value of two sets of coins

· Figuring/making change

Focus question:  Are there any problems on the review sheet that gave you difficulty?   

	There is a skills assessment with answer key for this unit.

There are also two different forms of a performance task with key.  Form B is a modification of form A.
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
