Solve the following problems.  Write a number sentence that you used to solve each one.

1. There were 9 baseball players in the starting lineup of the Stags for their last game.  Seven other players played in the game for the Stags.  How many Stags played in the game?

2. Melissa had 13 tomato plants in her garden.  Yesterday she planted some more tomato plants, and now she has 20 tomato plants in her garden.  How many tomato plants did she plant yesterday?

3. The Drama Club just added 10 new members, and now the club has 37 members.  How many members did the Drama Club have before adding the ten new members?

4. On Monday, Jim bought a bag of 18 apples.  He ate 7 of the apples during the week.  How many apples does Jim have now?

5. Kate had $34 when she went to the mall.  She came home with $4.  How much did Kate spend at the mall?

6. Mr. Jones sells hot dogs and hamburgers.  Today he sold only 10 hot dogs, and he had 27 hot dogs left over.  How many hot dogs did he have at the start of the day?

7. Challenge problem: I am thinking of a number.  When I add 15 to my number and then subtract 6, I get 20.  What number am I thinking of?
