Score of 3

Score of 2
Student has demonstrated reasonable understanding and understands a connection between area and perimeter.  The response contains some evidence of the student’s competence in problem solving, reasoning, computing, estimating, and communicating an efficient strategy.  Student understands how to find area and perimeter and that they are related, but may have minor errors.
Score of 1
The student has demonstrated a partial understanding and uses procedures to find area and perimeter without evidence of understanding or uses a 1-1 counting strategy to solve the problem.  He/she does not make a connection between the array and area models.  The response contains minimal evidence of the student’s competence in problem solving, reasoning, computing, estimating, and communicating an efficient strategy.  
Score of 0
The student has demonstrated merely an acquaintance with understanding the concepts, is not sure how to find area and perimeter and/or confuses them with each other.   Evidence suggests minimal understanding.  Student guesses without any attempt at an explanation.
