Score of 3

Student has demonstrated a full and complete understanding of all concepts and processes embodied in the task.  The student has addressed the task in a mathematically sound manner.  The response contains evidence of the student’s competence in problem solving, reasoning, computing, estimating, and communicating to the full extent that these processes apply to the task.  Student spends as close to $26,642.00 and exactly 4 items.  Estimation strategies are shown as well as the strategy that was used. Task may contain a minor arithmetic error that does not detract from the demonstration of full understanding. Student’s rationale demonstrates a complete and full understanding of estimation.  i.e. Reasoning why estimate is over or under estimation 
Score of 2

Student has demonstrated reasonable understanding of the essential mathematical concepts and processes embodied in the task.  The student made minor errors that do not diminish evidence that the student fully comprehends the essential mathematical ideas addressed in the task. Student work may include 2 errors in computation.  Or student may not have bought exactly 4 items.  Student’s rationale demonstrates an understanding of estimation however their rationale may not be as clear. 

Score of 1

The student has demonstrated a partial understanding of some of the concepts and processes embodied in the task.  The student’s response contains some of the attributes of an appropriate response but lacks convincing evidence that the student fully comprehends the essential mathematical ideas addressed in the task.  Student did not spend close to the amount stated or buy exactly 4 items.  There are several calculation errors as well as an inefficient strategy used, i.e. student may find the actual sum to make that determination.  Student’s rationale is procedural, i.e. rounded the number up because it was more than 5 or down because it was less than 5.  
Score of 0
The student has demonstrated merely an acquaintance with the topic.  There are significant omissions or anomalies that indicate a basic lack of comprehension in regard to the mathematical ideas and procedures necessary to adequately complete the task. No evidence is present to suggest that the student has the ability to solve the problem.
