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Solving Multiplication Problems 

Solve the following problems.  Show your thinking.
1. David read 5 books each week during the 9 week summer vacation.  How many books did David read during summer vacation in all?

2. Carlos is making a design with triangles.  He needs 4 triangles for each design and he wants to make 7 designs.  How many triangles does he need to make all 7 designs?

3. Melissa answered 8 questions correctly on her science quiz.  If she earned 4 points for each correct answer, how many total points did she earn on her science quiz?

4. Martin ran 6 miles each day for one week (7 days).  How many miles did he run during that week in all?
5. Wendy gave balloons to each of her 9 best friends.  If she gave each friend 6 balloons, how many balloons did she give out altogether?

6. Mrs. Brown is setting up chairs for awards day.  She wants to put them in rows of 8 and she wants to make 12 rows.  How many chairs does she need?
7. Mr. Lane bought 11 pairs of socks.  Each pair of socks cost $6.  How many dollars did Mr. Lane pay in all for the socks?
Challenge problem: Tickets for the school play cost $5 for students and $10 for adults.  Tom sold 12 student tickets and 4 adult tickets.  How much did Tom receive for the sale of the 16 tickets he sold?
