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Solving Division Story Problems
Solve the following problems.   Show your thinking and include a number sentence. 
1. Three sisters share 12 apples.  How many apples does each sister get?
2. Mrs. Brown is arranging her high school classroom.  She has 28 desks and she wants to put them in rows of 7.  How many rows will she need to make?

3. Jen paid 40 cents for 5 pencils.  How much did each pencil cost?

4. Michael has 30 golf balls.  He wants to put them in boxes of 6 golf balls each.  How many boxes will he need?  

5. Lisa received $48 for baby-sitting and she wants to use the money to buy some DVDs.  If the DVDs are on sale for $8 each, how many DVDs can she buy?
6. Alex drank 36 glasses of fresh orange juice during the 9 days he was in Florida.  If he drank the same number of glasses each day, how many glasses of orange juice did Alex drink each day?

Challenge problem: How many ways can you divide 24 blocks into groups of equal size (at least 2 blocks in each group)?  List all of the ways.
