6. Take a second sheet and circle as many sections of four rows each as possible.  On each section you circle, write the multiplication fact that tells you how many stickers are on it.
7. How many rows of stickers are leftover now?  Write the multiplication fact that tells you how many stickers are on the leftover portion.

8. Add the number of stickers on each of the sections that you circled on the sheet of stickers.  Write the numbers you added and the total number of stickers below.
