1. Robert spent between 10 and 15 minutes on his math homework each of the 4 school days last week.  Could he have spent a total of 35 minutes for the 4 nights?   Could he have spent a total of 55 minutes for the 4 nights?  Could he have spent a total of 75 minutes for the 4 nights?  Explain your thinking.

2. The 10 students in the photography club all took between 18 and 21 photographs last week.  Could they have taken a total of 197 photographs?  Could they have taken a total of 207 photographs?  Could they have taken a total of 217 photographs?  Explain your thinking.

3. Mrs. Lopez uses between 8 and 12 gallons of gas each week.  How many total gallons of gas could she have used in the past 6 weeks?  Give two possible values that are at least 10 gallons apart.  Explain your thinking.

4. Hannah ran between 5 and 7 miles every day for the past month (30 days).  What is the GREATEST number of miles that she could have run last month?  What is the LEAST number of miles that she could have run last month?  Explain your thinking.
5. At the Carter School, each 4th grade class can have up to 24 students in one classroom.  If the school expects to have 142 4th grade students next year, will five 4th grade classrooms be enough to serve the 142 students?  Explain your thinking.
6. Challenge problem: Roger needs at least $400 to buy the guitar he wants.  He plans to save $15 each week for the next 30 weeks. How many weeks of saving can he miss and still have enough money saved to buy the guitar after 30 weeks?
