2. It takes 5 tickets to ride the Ferris wheel at the church carnival.  George has 34 tickets and loves to ride the Ferris wheel.  How many times can he ride the Ferris wheel?  

3. Three students share 13 candy bars.  How many candy bars does each student get?  (A candy bar can be broken into pieces if necessary.)
4. Mr. O’Brien has 35 pounds of sand.  He wants to make 4 piles of equal weight.  How many pounds of sand will he put in each pile?  

5. Lisa and Melissa want to share equally the cost of a $19 lunch.  How much should each girl pay? 
6.  Challenge problem: Mrs. Perez is painting the walls in her living room.  She has 640 square feet of wall space to paint.  A one quart can of paint covers 100 square feet of wall space.  How many cans of paint will she need to paint the walls in her living room?
